The agency shall carry out the periodical (not more than 3months) preventive maintenance of the
installation in pump house No. I & Il like oiling, Greasing, checking of Electrical boards. The
record of such maintenance work carried out shall be maintained in a register. The agency shall
ensure that all the equipments are in efficient reliable and in safe operation conditions. The firm
shall employ skilled personnel, qualified enough for operation and to keep the equipment is
perfect working order. They should able to locate the fault and should be able to at least attend to
minor nature of defects.

In addition to routine and periodical maintenance, the firm shall be responsible for breakdown
maintenance as and when required and as and when called for by Engineer-in-charge. The
complaint shall be attended and set right on the same day. In case, the defect is of major nature
like Motor Burnt/ Pump to be overhauled and repair which cannot be set right on the same day,
the Engineer-in-charge shall be kept informed about the progress of the maintenance work at site.

As per the contract in addition to operation of the installation the firm shall be responsible to take
up the required repairs and Preventive maintenance of various type of pumps motor and its
Associated equipments as and when required in the running system with in the minimum possible
time.

In case of any major repair, requiring more than 24 hrs thereby halting the operation of water
supply system, the agency shall immediately take action and get the repairs done maximum with
in 5 days time, failing that there shall be a recovery @ Rs. 2000/- per day. Preventive
maintenance shall be carried on working days and in normal working hours (9:00AM to 6:00
PM), However breakdown maintenance/ Repairs shall be attended on 24 hours basis on all days
including Sunday and holidays. No extra payment in this regard shall be paid. Minor and major
repairs to equipments installed in the Pump Houses have to be carried out by the contractor during
the O &M period. Any repairs to the pipe lines, valves etc will have to be attended by the
contractor. If any accessories like valve , pipeline etc is required to the replaced in the pipe line

the same shall be payable extra by the University. All such activities including spare parts
changed for each equipment shall be documented in log books.

Contractor has to properly maintain all pump sets, control valves and other on line instrumentation
in good working condition. The materials used for maintenance purpose shall be as per strictly of
manufacturer’s specifications of original equipment installed.

Any other routine repair work which is required to ensure smooth operation of water supply
system and which is specifically not mentioned in this document shall be done by the agency time
to time. Nothing extra shall be paid on this account.

The firm will maintain the record of all preventive as well break down maintenance action in the
prescribed manner in the log book. Any fault noted during preventive maintenance beyond the
scope of this agreement may be informed to department immediately for taking necessary
remedial action, failing which the contractor shall make good the repairs at his own cost.

The water supply system including filtration, water softening plant has to be manned and operated
round the clock with approved personnel in three shifts at eight hours working for each shift
throughout the year. The contractor should submit the names of staff to be employed with
qualification certificates, experience certificate and their passport size photographs affixing their
signature. The staff to be employed shall be responsible for smooth and proper functioning. The
staff to be deployed should confirm to following qualification and experience.

The contractor should exhibit a duty chart of the persons on duty in each shift in each pump room.
The agency will have to install a biometric attendance machine in the pump room and agency has
to submit printout monthly attendance of personnel deployed through biometric system.

The contractor has to keep and maintain all units of the Pump Houses neat, clean and tidy.

The contractor has to operate and maintain the water supply system as approved by Engineer-in-
charge or his representative maintain proper logs and records of the work carried out daily in each
of the three shifts.

The contractor shall maintain separate Log registers showing the following details. Following
registers shall be maintained by the operating staff to be named by the contractor in writing to
Engineer In charge-

a)  Register showing the timings of operation of various pumps installed in the complex.

b)  Separate register showing the works done on preventive maintenance for each as per the
inventory attached. Details of each occurrence of all break downs of equipments, date and
time of occurrence of break down, reasons for break down, action taken to set right and
date and time of restoration of the equipment back to normal working shall be maintained
by the contractor.

c) A separate register shall be maintained showing the dosing of consumable like chlorine,
salt, Resin.

d) An attendance register shall be maintained where in all personnel working in each shift
shall sign.

e) Other registers required to be maintained as stipulated by the State Government
Regulations with regard to the labour regulations, payment of EPF, ESI, safety of
workmen, accidents register etc shall also be maintained by the contractor

f)  Mandatory regulations prescribed by the Government shall be followed by the contractor
regarding labour and safety clauses which are already furnished in the tender, without any
lapse, including those conditions , amended by these departments periodically.

g)  Printing of registers, log sheets and stationery required for the maintenance of records has
to be arranged by the contractor at his cost.

The contractor should provide uniform, identification batch/card to all the staff and they should
wear during working hours. The contractor to provide all safety equipments as required for
operation of water supply installations.

The contractor should get antecedents of all its personnel verified from the police and submit the
same to University. The contractor will not replace the personnel deployed without approval of
University. In no case the Pump room should be left unmanned and contractor should arrange for
replacement immediately.

The contractor should ensure the treated soft water & filtered water quality to be always
conforming to the standard prescribed in the tender.

Power for operation of water supply installation and carrying out maintenance within University
Campus shall be provided by University free of cost

Tools and tackles for the operation and maintenance should be provided by the Contractor.

All equipment, tools and plants supplied by the GGSIPU, If any, should be kept in good working
condition and these should not be taken out of the premises without the written permission of the
Engineer - in - charge. Electricity & water providing by GGSIPU.

Contractor shall provide a Notice board detailing precautions to be taken by operation personnel in
work conformity with Industries and labour regulations.

All consumables should be properly stocked for easy verification and easily accessible for
receiving and storing the fresh stock whenever they are supplied at site. The contractor has to
supply following minimum consumables at the site for consumption in daily operation rates of
which are deemed to be included in rate for operation and maintenance:-

In case the material is required in excess of the minimum material as mentioned above for
successful operation of plant same shall be arranged by the contractor and nothing extra shall be
payable on this account. All consumables like dhoti, electrical tapes, packing, Gland dori etc. are to
be arranged by contractor and nothing extra shall be paid. Any other consumable required for
successful operation which has not been specifically mentioned above shall be arranged by
contractor at his own cost.

The contractor shall submit quarterly test report of filtered water & salt water from approved
laboratory for parameters of concerned to confirm the performance of water supply in the
complex. Samples for the testing shall be taken in presence of Engineer-in-Charge or his
representative. University has the right to get the water tested independently from any laboratory.
Cost of testing shall be born by the contractor. Based on the test results, the contractor should
suggest dosing of chlorine for water purification. Chlorine used for disinfection should confirm to
BIS standards for drinking water.

Chlorine dosing should be done from time to the in adequate quantity according to the test report to
maintain the acceptable quality of water.

The contractor should ensure that the team of operational staff would be available to operate the
pumps and equipments continuously even after completion of the Contract period till such time
required by GGSIPU on payment for the same.

On completion of the contract period, the, installation has to be handed over to the GGSIPU in good
running condition. At the time of taking over by GGSIPU all the equipment and accessories in the
treatment plant will be inspected and if any defects are noticed, the same will have to be rectified to
the original running condition and only after which the unit will be taken over. On completion of the
contract, the firm shall hand over the installation to the department in perfect working conditions and
with a certificate that all the equipment, parts, operations/ safety system are safe and sound on the
date of handling over the installation.

Payment shall be made every three months after carrying out satisfactory operation and
maintenance.

All necessary materials for the smooth operation of the system and carrying out all maintenance
works shall be provided by the contractor. At no time the running of installation or other works
should be hampered for want of materials.

Preventive and routine maintenance of all equipment, motors, pumps, valves, strainers, softeners,
filter, electrical panels, dosing systems is deemed to be included in the schedule of operation and
Preventive maintenance except for otherwise specifically provided in schedule of quantity for
payment separately. The item no.l also includes cost of all, consumables as required for
operation/maintenance/upkeep/recording and reporting/uniform etc. except for otherwise
specifically provided in schedule of quantity for payment separately.

Dismantling the existing motor and various type of pumps sets and reassembling the same after
repairing of motor replacement of DOI bush, thrust bearing plate, Cable & Oil seal, nut-bolts and
remetaling, turning, finishing shaft, replacement of Impeller including testing and commissioning all
complete including in item Sr. No. 9,10,12 of Schedule of Quantity. However, rewinding and
replacement of mechanical seal, if carried out, shall be considered for payment only once under
item 10. In case of requirement of rewinding and replacement of seal more than once, same shall be
carried out by contractor at his/her own cost.

The firm shall be responsible for any accident that occurs due to inadequate maintenance

The rates quoted shall be inclusive of all type of taxes, duties. All the statuary deductions or any
other deduction as applicable from time to time and at the rate as applicable shall be made from
bills. All Consumable material supplied by the contractor to be delivered JE, UWD, GGSIPU and
same issued for site by the JE, GGSIPU. In case quoted amount by vender in respect of item 1 of
Schedule of Quantity is less than amount worked out as per minimum wages applicable on last date
of receipt of tender for the manpower to be deployed as per this tender documents after deducting
applicable GST and labour cess from the quoted amount of the bidder, the tender will not be
considered as valid tender for financial comparative to ascertain lowest bidder.

The contractor will ensure the disbursement of wage as per minimum wages act through ECS
cheque by 7" of every month and documentary evidence of salary, EPF and ESIC shall be submitted
along with bill. EPF and ESIC contribution shall be reimbursed to agency on production of proof of
payment.

It is the responsibility of the contractor to make alternative arrangement, in case, any staff proceeds
on leave/for reliever duty, on failure, the recovery shall be made on this account. In case of any
absence of the particular staff for continuous 3 days or more than 3 days in a month from the above,
the recovery shall be made on the following rates.

a. Operator cum pump mechanic for 8 hours duty @ Double the minimum Wage.

The contractor has to abide by various statutory acts of Government regarding facilities to be
provided to the workmen, labour, staff employed under minimum wages act, workmen
compensation act, factories act, ESI, EPF etc.

Increase if any in the minimum wage during the execution of the work as notified by GNCTD shall
be the applicable and paid extra. Only the difference of increase in wages shall be payable to the
agency by the department.

In case of overflow of water in the underground tank in the pump house 1 and 2 reading to flooding
of water in pump house, a penalty of Rs 5,000/- per instance per pump house will be levied. The
damage to the equipments, Panel etc installed in the pump house including for fire fighting, The

same shall be got repaired by the agency at their own cost within 7 days. In case same is not repaired
by the agency, the damaged equipment, panel etc will be got repaired by University and cost will be
recovered from the payment of agency.

For monitoring of water level, level indicators have been provided in hostels and type IV/V quarters.
The agency will monitor the level of water through these indicator in these building as required to
ensure availability of in all buildings as required to ensure availability of water in over head tank of
building. The work will also involve regulating the control value provided in the pipe line network
for regulating water supply to different blocks/buildings so that water is available in all buildings
block. Nothing extra shall be payable on this account.

Routine and Preventive maintenance of Electrical Panels shall only be carried out by a License
holder Electrician/ITI Electrician.
